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Durgin & Crowell Lumber Company Inc. Public Summary Report 

Sustainable Forestry Initiative® (SFI) Standard [2005-2009 Edition]
Project Scope and Objectives

PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP (PwC) completed a SFI Implementation Assessment on Durgin & Crowell Lumber Company Inc. at its’ sawmill in Springfield, NH.  The Lead Assessor was James Lucas, RPF, MF, EMS (LA). 

The primary objective of the assessment was to assess the SFI management system at the corporate level and to evaluate Durgin & Crowell’s implementation of the SFI Standard.   

Indicators

All of the indicators associated with the objectives of the SFI Standard were within the scope of the assessment with the exception of objectives 1- 7, as Durgin & Crowell does not own any forest land. There were no substitute indicators.

Assessment Process
The assessment team conducted interviews and reviewed appropriate documentation to assess policies and procedures, and tested implementation of SFI program requirements in the field.  The report was dated December 18, 2009.
Summary of Findings

There was 1 minor non-conformity identified during the audit. 
· At the time of the assessment Durgin & Crowell had not completed the number of verifiable monitoring inspections on their purchased wood suppliers as required by it’s own procedures.
There were 5 opportunities for improvement identified during the audit. 
· Posting the procurement policy to the website to disseminate it more widely
· Collecting additional pertinent information pertaining to legal origin and other aspects of gatewood sales with regard to the SFI standard.
· Having one or more of the procurement foresters obtain licensed forester status. 
· Refreshing the forester’s knowledge of riparian protection measures and issues in each state in which they work.
· Modifying the verifiable monitoring inspection form to help summarize BMP compliance issues, which will help in providing focused information to landowners/contractors.
Good management practices were identified in the following areas:

· The level of management support for Durgin & Crowell’s SFI Procurement program.

· The level of financial support for local and state wide forestry and conservation groups

· The use of an experienced consulting forester to help them improve their SFI Procurement system and prepare for certification.
